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Dr. Steven L. Tuck (May 2027) is a distinguished Professor of Classics and History 
at Miami University, specializing in Roman history, art, and archaeology. He earned 
his B.A. in History and Classics from Indiana University and his Ph.D. in Classical Art 
and Archaeology from the University of Michigan. A celebrated educator, Dr. Tuck has 
received numerous teaching accolades, including the E. Phillips Knox Teaching Award 
and the Archaeological Institute of America’s Excellence in Undergraduate Teaching 
Award. His expertise extends beyond the classroom, with extensive archaeological 
fieldwork in Italy, Greece, England, and Egypt. He has led over twenty study tours 

focused on Rome and the Bay of Naples, bringing the ancient world to life for students and travelers alike. 
A prolific scholar and engaging lecturer, Dr. Tuck is also the creator of five acclaimed Great Courses series, 
making him the perfect expert guide for this immersive journey through ancient Campania.

Dr. Hans-Friedrich Muller (November 2027) is the Chair of Classics and the 
Thomas B.Lamont Professor of Ancient and Modern Literature at Union College. Known 
for his broad expertise and enthusiastic teaching style, Professor Mueller has decades of 
experience teaching and leading tours.

Learning an Ancient Language, and The Pagan World: Ancient Religions Before Christianity.

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Day 1: Welcome to Istanbul

Arrive on overnight flights into Istanbul. Transfer to your hotel in 
the heart of the modern city.

Day 3: Bergama’s Hidden Gems

The scenic four-hour drive from Istanbul to Bergama offers stunning 
views of rolling hills, vast farmlands, picturesque villages, and olive 
groves. After arriving in this ancient city rich in archaeological

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wonders, enjoy lunch as a group. Explore the Acropolis and 
Asclepion, with ruins that showcase Hellenistic architecture and 
ancient medical practices. Continue to Izmir, Turkey’s third-largest 
city known as the “pearl of the Aegean” is a vibrant coastal 
metropolis known for its rich history, waterfront promenade, and a 
blend of modern and ancient architecture. After hotel check-in, dine 
as a group.

Continue 
to Kuşadasi, a picturesque coastal town on Turkey’s Aegean coast, 
known for its beautiful beaches, vibrant nightlife, and as a gateway 
to the ancient city of Ephesus.

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Day 6: Aphrodisias: Sculptures & Secrets
